














work myself.” The outcome of the collaboration between these
two women is amazing. A consistent style has been applied to
the entire hotel: Louis XVI furniture in the bedrooms and the
reception lobby, antique prints of Paleis Noordeinde, and
exclusive fabrics by the French designer Pierre Frey.

“The starting-point was the breakfast room, which looks onto
the chestnut tree about which Couperus waxed lyrical in one of
his books”, says Elisabeth. “We then tackled each bedroom one-
by-one. For our first bedroom, Hetty hit on the idea of using
topquality materials by Pierre Frey.” Elisabeth and Hetty went
for ‘Les Muses et Les Lions’, a lovely material used for the beds,
footstools and curtains. The screening curtains also receive a
riding motif. The rest of the décor took its inspiration from colour
combinations of top-quality materials. Hence this bedroom
received red-brick-coloured walls and sea-green lampshades.
“This room is often reserved by newlyweds”, Elisabeth tells us.

“The romantic atmosphere of its four-poster bed and delightful black-and-white
bathroom with retro taps must play a part. When we have newlyweds staying here,
I always make sure there’s a bucket of champagne and lay on something a bit
special.”

So we see that Elisabeth’s work is never done, for just when you might well think
she has achieved perfection, she casts around for new ideas to surprise her guests.
“I want my guests to have a sense of wellbeing”, she smiles. “This means personal
service, such as providing customised tourist information. From time to time we
make special arrangements with a gourmet dinner, tickets for the Mauritshuis

or a deal for cyclists.” In this way even the permanent residents of Paleis Hotel
always get to see another side of The Hague. The décor is regularly rearranged, so
that at each visit you will note the subtle changes made personally by Elisabeth.
“I rummage around local antique shops, hunting for collectibles to embellish the
lobby or one of the bedrooms. To maintain the aura of luxury, you need to make
regular changes.” But Elisabeth no longer needs to be wedded to the typical style
of the Paleis Hotel. She herself compares her hotel to a French boutique hotel in
the centre of Paris. And the place does indeed owe something to a lively district of
Paris.
